Rules and requirements

· Must be legally entitled to work in Canada;

· Enrolling into a full-time post-graduate program in any field related to finance for the 2010-2011 academic year.

Application Process

Candidates have until June 25th, 2010 to apply and provide us with: 

· a personal statement detailing their motivation for pursuing graduate studies related to finance and their  career objectives;

· a resume;

· a letter of recommendation from a university professor or academic advisor;

· Official Transcripts including class averages for the past two years if available. 

How will the successful candidates be selected? 

Applications will be pre-screened by Financial Markets professionals at NBFG.  A select number of candidates will be invited to participate in a phone interview and/or a formal interview.
